Amended Regulations

An amendment proposed by the Board to introduce non-scoring Referees and three (3) scoring Judges for ALL contests within the Board’s jurisdiction was withdrawn by the Stewards but agreement was reached at the Annual General Meeting for the Board to reintroduce an amended series of Regulations to provide that for all British and Commonwealth Championships within the Board’s jurisdiction there will be a non-scoring Referee appointed with three (3) scoring Judges. 

Regulation 3.24
Proposal of the Central Area Council

This amendment provides that for all contests contestants must wear the “same make” of boxing gloves.

Regulation 3.35
Proposal of the Board

This amendment, already put in place by the Stewards exercising their powers within the Constitution, was ratified by the Annual General Meeting and provides that the bell does not save a boxer in ANY round including the last, if he is sent to the canvas as a result of a legitimate blow and the Referee has commenced the count.

Regulation 6.2
Proposal of the Northern Ireland Area Council

In future applicants for a Manager’s Licence will be required to have held a licence in another category for at least ONE year in the ten years prior to date of application.

Regulation 9.34
Proposal of the Board

This raises the minimum tax payable by a Promoter for any public tournament from £100 to £200 in accordance with the following table:
